Glasgow
· Glasgow first really started to grow after the 1707 Act Of Union with England, which allowed Scottish merchants to trade with the American colonies.

· It was the tobacco trade that made Glasgow a boom town.

· Glasgow became a world centre for applied science and engineering and Glaswegians referred to their home as ‘the second city of the empire’.

· In 1990 it was chosen as European City of Culture, after cities such as Athens, Florance and Paris

· Biggest city in Scotland 

Edinburgh
·  Administrative and cultural centre. One of Britain’s most spectacular cities, dominated by volcanic crags, the best-known of which is Castle Rock, on which perches Edinburgh Castle.

· 1999 Parliament 

· ‘The Athens of the North’, for both its classical appearance and because of the scientific and intellectual energy that made the city the centre of what has been called ‘the Scottish Enlightenment’.

· It has old history and designer boutiques 

· The islands became Scottish in 1469 because King of Denmark/Norway failed to pay the dowry of his daughter, Margret, who had been wed to the King of Scotland.

· Alexander Graham Bell (1847-1922) invented the telephone while John Logie Baird (1888-1946), the first man to electronically transmit pictures of moving objects.

· Sir Alexander Fleming (1881-1955) discovered penicillin.
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
