	Most important are called coordinating conjunctions
	AND, BUT, OR, NOR, SO, YET



	George is English. Angela is Scottish
	George is English and Angela is Scottish.


	It was raining. I wore my raincoat.

	It was raining so I wore my raincoat.

	I did this task. I learned something new

	I did this task and I learned something new.

	Roses are red. Violets are blue.

	Roses are red but Violets are blue.

	Did you stay? Did you go home

	Did you stay, or did you go home

	I did not see them. I knew they were there.

	I did not see them, but I knew they were there.




	Subortinating conjunction - underordna
	Used at the beginning of a dependent clause (a sentence that cannot stand alone)


	Some of the most common subordinating conjunctions.
	After, if, until, although, since, then, because, even though, wheather, before, unless, while

	After Mina got her laptop, she could do her homework everywhere.
	After Mina got her laptop does not make sense without the rest of the sentence



	Correlative conjunctions
	Pairs of conjunctions that link together two words of phrases:
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	Both…and, either…or, neither…nor, not only…but
	Both Hansel and Gretel were lost in the woods.
Either Jill or Bill will win this race.
