IMPORTANT NOTES
In / at / on the corner
We say 'in the corner of a room', but 'at the corner (or 'on the corner') of a street'

In / at / on the front
We say 'in the front / in the back' of a car
We say 'at the front / at the back' of buildings / groups of people
We say 'on the front / on the back' of a piece of paper
Examples:

· I’ll meet you at 7 pm on Monday, May 14, and later in the evening we will visit the museum, and see how people lived at 16th century.
